City Julian Dixon Library.  Student membership (under 18 years of age) in the Friends of the Library is 
$5.00; Individual membership is $10.00; Senior membership (over 55 years of age) is $5.00; a County of 
Los Angeles Public Library Card is FREE. 

2. Each contestant must complete and sign the Entry Form and attach his/her essay.  For children under 18 
years of age, the Entry Form must be signed by a parent or guardian indicating his/her approval. 

3. All essays must be submitted on an 8.5” x 11” piece of paper.  Be sure to print name and phone number on 
the back of the paper. 

4. Each contestant may submit only one entry.  If more than one entry is received, the contestant will be 
disqualified. 

5. Entries must be submitted to the Culver City Friends of the Library and reach us no later than July 21, 
2006.  Entries will not be accepted and cannot be modified after that date. 

6. Entries will not be returned under any circumstances.
